This role has the opportunity to be worked 
remotely, as an employee or be self-employed.  

The above is just a small section of the many careers available in the industy. 
Salaries can vary greatly, ranging up to £40,000 + depending on what’s 
required in the role. 

Business Administrators 

Directs the daily operations of an organisation and 
supervises its finances. Often possessing excellent 
organisational skills, business admins provide 
administration support, manage the organisational data 
and provide information to assist staff and customers. 
Business Administrators are often employed by a company 
and can work either remotely or in an office. 

Business Development Managers 

Find business opportunities for companies to optimise 
their functionality. Business Development Managers help 
develop business and marketing strategies and draw up 
contracts with clients.
